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The following Procedure will be followed by the International Taekwon-Do Federation 
(ITF) for people who wish to affiliate as black belts when they were previously with other 
organisations. 
 
1. Ist. Degree to IIIrd. Degree 
 
The ITF will accept the date of grading as being that date which is on the certificate from 
another organisation if the national organisation certifies that the date is acceptable and 
that the person is qualified to be that degree with the ITF. The national organisation 
must ensure that the person is competent in all of the ITF grading requirements up to 
the degree held or sought.   
 
The national organisation may decide to do one of two things: 
A. It may tell the person to apply for an ITF certificate for the degree held. It is at the 
discretion of the national organisation, but it is recommended, if the person is not to take 
a grading test within the next 12 months. The completed application form, signed by an 
international examiner of an appropriate degree, should be sent to the ITF with the fee, 
and accompanied by the original of the other organisation's certificate. This certificate 
will not be returned. 
B. It may wait until the person is promoted to the next degree, but it is recommended  
that this should be within 12 months of first joining the national organisation. The  
completed application form, signed by an international examiner of an appropriate 
degree, should be sent to the ITF with the fee and accompanied by the original of the 
other organisation's certificate. This certificate will not be returned. 
 
2.IVth. Degree and Above 
The person must attend an international instructor course which is approved by the ITF.    
During this course the person will be assessed and it is the duty of the national     
organisation to inform the ITF, before the course, that the person is to be assessed.     
Following the course one of the steps at A. or B. above should be followed.
